Peters says, “In our clinical practice, we have pressure 

mapped clients’ standing position and limited sequential forward movement, similar to the process draft picks 

use for vertical jumps at the NHL combine as well as for concussion protocol to assess balance. Moving 

forward to Spring 2020, we are in trials working with prototype Insole pressure mapping system, by XSENSOR 

(global leader in sensor technology), providing us real-time biomechanical feedback. We find this inspirational 

on many levels of our clinical process and we are grateful to be working with technology that complements our 

abilities and mind set of providing evidence based results!”
